In this 

inaugural letter, I want to take the opportunity to update all 

of you on your Alma Mater.  Over the past five years, Aqui-

nas has seen some tremendous changes to the campus.  

Through the generosity of local business and foundations 

such as the Shea Foundation, the San Manuel Band of 

Mission Indians and alumni such as yourself, we have en-

joyed improvements totaling $2.2 million to facility. Our 

students, parents and visitors are welcomed to the campus 

with the name of the campus proudly displayed at the gates.  

Our most recent improvements have been to the school’s 

quad and the varsity baseball field which was rededicated in 

honor of Fr. Edmund Andre and the baseball complex 

named in honor of Bill Lemann, Class of 1969.  

 The tradition of academic excellence has contin-

ued to thrive as well.  The 50th graduating class of 2009  

proudly distinguished itself with all of its students graduating 

and 100% of the graduates being accepted this fall to col-

leges across the country.  Six members of the class of 2009 

were accepted to UCLA out of 83 graduates and two seniors 

were honored as National Merit Scholars.  Our students 

were also awarded over a $1 million in scholarships and 

grants to pursue higher education.   

 The spiritual heart of the school also continues to 

grow and enrich our students.  This past year, we began a 

new program for faith sharing in small groups among our 

students.  This new program called “Vicariates” reflects the  

structure of the Diocese of San Bernardino.  Like the dioce-

san vicariates, our Aquinas vicariates are designed to open 

dialogue between students with issues that concern their daily 

lives.   

 Our winning athletic tradition also continues here 

at Aquinas.  Last year, we took league championships in all 

three sports seasons.  Our football and boys’ basketball 

teams realized back to back Christian league championships.  

Our girls softball team also won a league title in 2009.  We 

added two new sports over the past two years: Boys’ Tennis 

and Swimming.  We are very proud of the accomplishments 

of our students and we are looking forward to continuing that 

tradition of excellence.

This newsletter is the first way that we would like to 

keep you updated on the events taking place.  We need to 

develop an active alumni association to plan and coordinate 

events both on and off campus.
